There will be two events:  
Reception /KS1  -  10.30am – 12.00pm 
KS2  -  1pm-3.00pm 
 
For both events, the children will represent their house in a series of sporting activities as part of a relay team. 
This will be followed by races on the running track.  
 
This year, parents are invited to these events and will be able to accompany children around the course. Please 
be aware that children will be expected in stay with their peers and follow instruction of the class teachers.  
 
On the day, please arrive 10-15 minutes before the event you wish to attend, line up at the school reception and 
wait to be signed in. At the end of the EYFS/KS1 event, children will return to class and parents should leave 
through the main reception. At the end of the KS2 event, all children will return to their classrooms to be         
dismissed in the normal way.
