Dear Parents and Guardians,

Every Day Counts
As we approach the halfway point of the school year, we wanted to highlight how
crucial regular attendance and being on time are for your child’s learning,
confidence, friendships and long-term success.
Children who attend school regularly benefit in many ways:

® They build strong foundations in reading, writing and maths, as well as other
areas of the curriculum.

® They feel happy, confident and settled in school routines.

® They develop positive social skills through daily interactions with staff and
friends.

® They are more likely to reach their full potential in later education, as they will
have less missed learning.

The Government expects all schools to aim for at least 96% attendance as falling
below this can start to affect a child’s progress. Attendance below 90% is known as
Persistent Absence, which can make it much harder for children to keep up with
lessons.

Punctuality is also a key part of attendance. Being on time means your child begins
the day positively, and without missing key learning time. Being 10 minutes late
every day adds up to almost 30 hours of missed learning over the year, nearly a
whole week of school!

This is what different attendance levels mean in practice:

® 95% attendance > ~10 days missed a year
® 90% attendance - ~19 days missed a year

® 85% attendance - ~29 days missed a year
80% attendance -> ~38 days missed a year

Each missed day means missed lessons, disrupted learning and more time catching
up for your child.
How can you help?

Bring your child to school every day unless they are genuinely unwell

Book appointments outside school hours where possible

Arrive on time. Doors open at 8.40am and close at 8.50am

Let us know promptly if your child is absent for any reason—by 9am
Together, we can make sure every child has the best possible chance to succeed. If
your child is struggling with attendance or there are barriers preventing them from
being regularly in school, please speak to a member of staff as we are here to help.
