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Dear Parents and Guardians

Changes to Access Arrangements onto the school site for the Summer Term

As part of our ongoing commitment to maintaining the highest standards of
safeguarding and site security, we regularly review the way in which our school
site is accessed at the start and end of the day.

Following a recent review, we will be trialling a change to our access
arrangements from the beginning of the Summer Term.

From 13" April, the blue gate at the back of the school will be closed and will no
longer be available as an access route onto the school site at the start and end of
the school day. Please be reminded, that unless you have a carpark pass, you will
not be permitted entrance to the carpark.

Currently there are multiple entrances into the school grounds, and in order to
strengthen our safeguarding procedures and ensure the health and safety of all
pupils, families, and staff, we feel it is important to manage access to the site
through a single point of entry.

All children and families will therefore be expected to enter and leave the school
site via the front gates. The red gate to the side of the school will be open as
usual between 8.30am and 8.50am in the morning and between 3.10pm and
3.25pm at the end of the school day. A member of staff will be present on this
gate each day during these times.

We appreciate that this change may add a few extra minutes to some children
and families’ journeys to and from school, and we thank you in advance for your
understanding. However, we believe this step is necessary to further improve
safeguarding and security across the school site.

These arrangements will be trialled for the Summer Term and will be reviewed at
the end of the academic year. We would welcome feedback from parents and
guardians during this time.

Thank you for your continued support and cooperation in helping us maintain a
safe and secure environment for all members of our school community.
